the laying on of hands, which may be accompanied by anointing with
oil. These signs, first given to us in baptism, tell us again that we are
sealed by the Holy Spirit and marked forever with the cross of Christ,
who is health and salvation for the whole world." -excerpt from Evan-
gelical Lutheran Worship p. 276.
